(From Rev. Fr. T.J. Joshua’s book “Celestial Thoughts”)

Nancy was totally paralyzed below the waist by a serius spinal injury and
was confined to the wheel chair. Yet she was ever active. Pleasant and charming
in talk and behaviour, she drew people to herself.

But her past was all dark and gloomy. Certain experiences brought her in
to the depths of despair and she became a drug addict. Finally she tried to commit
suicide by jumping from the top of a multi-storeyed building. She did not die but
got seriously injured and became paralyzed. The long period of treatment she
spent in utter loneliness and helplessness made a great transformation in her.
She prayed fervently and experienced the presence of Jesus who talked to her.
He said: Nancy, you had a healthy body and a diseased mind. Now you have a
disabled body and a mind at rest and peace”. From that moment she committed
her life to Jesus. She returned home with a new spirit and now her prayer was
that she must be able to share the Grace and Peace she received, with her fellow
human beings.

Presently she gave an advertisement which read thus:

“Are you trapped in some problem? Do you feel bored and lonely? Please
ring up the number given here. I am here in a wheel chair, always all the time.
Share your problems with me. I will be happy to talk to you. The response to the
advertisement was surprising. There were five to six calls a day and Nancy shed
light in the life of many people.

Nancy testifies that when we sincerely wish to help somebody the
opportunity will rise before us. When our attention turns to others and we become
interested in their life, our complaints arising from our limitations become
irrelevant. There are many who make a mountain of even their small problems
and keep grumbling. To be relieved from such a nature, we must turn our thoughts
and attention to our fellow human beings, especially the needy.

We may wonder how we can help others, when we ourselves are in need
and under limitations. But many testimonies reveal that any body in any situation
of life can help others, by a message of encouragement through a letter, a word
of love over a phone call and by introducing good friends.

Here is somebody’s prayer:

“God, change me into a lamp that sheds light. Thus, may people see your
love and mercy in all the work I do and all the words that I utter.”
